Palestinian bodies returned by

of Khan Younis, which received the Palestinian
bodies from the ICRC, said on Wednesday there was
substantial evidence of beatings and summary
executions, and that none of the bodies were
identifiable.

“Almost all of them had been blindfolded, and had
been bound up and they had gunshots between the
eyes. Almost all of them had been executed,” said
Dr Ahmed al-Farra, the head of Nasser hospital’s
paediatric department.

“There were also scars and discoloured patches of
skin showing they had been beaten before being
killed. There were also signs that their bodies had
been abused after they were killed.”

Farra added that the bodies had been handed over
by the Israeli authorities with no identification, and
the hospitals in Gaza, heavily bombed over the
course of two years of war, had no means of doing
DNA analysis.

“They know the identity of these bodies but they
want the families to suffer even more about these
victims,” the doctor said.

Nasser hospital authorities said the bodies, which
had been kept in refrigerators in Israel, were
returned with numbered labels but no names.
Dactors said thev were asking relatives of missine
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The director of the Kamal Adwan hospital, Dr Hussam
Abu Safiya, said its generators had been hit and
claimed the Israeli army was targeting the fuel tank.

The head of the World Health Organization (WHO), Dr
Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus, issued a plea to the IDF
to cease attacks in the vicinity of the hospital.

Saturday night's reports of "bombardment near Kamal
Adwan Hospital and order to evacuate the hospital are
deeply worrisome," he said in a statement on social
media.

"We call for an immediate ceasefire in the vicinity of
the hospital and to protect the patients and health
workers."

The hospital's director also released a statement that
said Israeli forces were treating the hospital "as if we
were a military installation".

"Anyone who steps outside the hospital is at risk of
being targeted," Dr Hussam Abu Safiya said.

He added that relocating the operations of the hospital
would jeopardise the patients, and called for health
staff "be allowed to operate without the threat of
evacuation”.

Doctors in the evacuation zone said they couldn’t
relocate their patients safely, so they decided to stay
as well to care for them.

“We shall not evacuate the hospital even if it costs us
our lives,” said Dr. Hussam Abu Safiya, the head of
pediatrics at Kamal Adwan Hospital in Beit Lahia.

If they left, the seven newborns in the intensive care
unit would die, he said. And even if they could move
them, there is nowhere for them to go in the 40-
kilometer-long (25-mile-long) coastal territory.
“Hospitals are full,” Abu Safiya said. The wounded
stream in every day with severed limbs and life-
threatening injuries, he said.

“This is a massacre,” Dr Ghassan Abu Sittah, an
MSF doctor in Gaza, said in the statement.

Egypt

The Egyptian government has issued a statement
denouncing the attack “in the strongest terms”,
calling on the international community to step in
and prevent further violations.

President Abdel Fattah el-Sisi called the
“deliberate bombing” a “clear violation of
international law”.

European Union

High Representative of the EU for Foreign Affairs
and Security Policy Josep Borrell expressed regret
following the bombing of the hospital.

“Once again, innocent civilians pay the highest
price. The responsibility for this crime must be
clearly established and the perpetrators held
accountable,” Borrell wrote on X.

Brazil

Brazilian President Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva said
that the strike on the hospital in Gaza was an
“unjustifiable tragedy”, renewing his calls for
international humanitarian intervention and a
ceasefire in the region.

“The innocent cannot pay for the insanity of war,”
Lula wrote in a post on X.

Canada

Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
condemned the attack and stressed the importance
of adhering to the laws of war.

“The news coming out of Gaza is horrific and

absolutely unacceptable ... international law needs

to be respected in this and in all cases. There are
rules around wars and it’s not acceptable to hit a
hospital,” Trudeau told reporters.

China

As days spin by, punctuated by reports that other hostages
have died in captivity, those freed have increasingly spoken
out about the conditions they endured. With the plight of the
remaining hostages gripping the nation's attention, those
who survived hope to pressure the government into
reaching another deal.

In an interview with The Associated Press, Sharon described
the Hamas attack and her time in captivity, most of which
she said was spent in a hospital — bolstering Israel's claims
that Hamas has abused protected medical locations for
military purposes.

Her girls, Emma and Julie, don't yet understand what
happened to them after Hamas militants rampaged through
southern Israel on Oct, 7, killing 1,200 people and
kidnapping 250. The Hamas attack prompted a blistering
Israeli offensive on the Gaza Strip.

In captivity, she told the girls the near-constant sounds of
bombardment were thunderstorms and the militants who
guarded their door were their protectors. Now, when it rains
in Yavne, the central Israel city where the three are staying
with Sharon's parents, the girls ask, "Mommy, where are the
booms?"

Earlier in the war, Hamas relied on taxes imposed
on commercial shipments and the seizure of
humanitarian goods, according to Gazans and
current and former Israeli and foreign officials.
According to a Gazan who has worked at the
border, plainclothes Hamas personnel routinely
took inventory of goods at the Rafah crossing, until |
it closed last year, and at the Kerem Shalom
crossing, though it was under IDF control. They
also surveyed warehouses and markets. Most of the
Palestinians interviewed for this story spoke either
on the condition of anonymity or that only their
first name be used, for fear of reprisal by Hamas.

The United Nations, the European Commission
and major international aid organizations have
said they have no evidence that Hamas has
systematically stolen their aid, and the Israeli
government has not provided proof.




Ismael Thawabteh, the deputy head of the Hamas
government media office, said the ministry
received about a quarter of the aid brought into

Gaza, which it then distributes. “The allegations
that the government in Gaza is stealing aid are
absolutely talse and incorrect,” he said.
